ORDINANCE NO. 1479-21 

 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE BOROUGH COUNCIL OF 

THE BOROUGH OF GETTYSBURG, ADAMS COUNTY, 

PENNSYLVANIA, AMENDING CHAPTER 15, PART 10, 

SECTION 1003 OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF 

THE BOROUGH OF GETTYSBURG, BY DESIGNATING 

A PORTION OF SOUTH FOURTH STREET AS A 

RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMIT STREET. 

 

 The Borough Council of the Borough of Gettysburg, Adams County, Pennsylvania, 

hereby enacts, adopts and ordains this Ordinance amending Chapter 15, Part 10, Section 

1003 of the Code of Ordinances of the Borough of Gettysburg as follows: 

 

Part 10. 

RESIDENTIAL PARKING PERMIT SYSTEM 

 

SECTION 1:  Chapter 15, Part 10, Section 1003, subsection 1. shall be amended to 

add a portion of South Fourth Street as a residential parking permit street, as follows:  

 

§ 15-1003.  Designation. 

 

1. The following are designated as residential parking permit streets: 

 

 

Street      Between 

 

South Fourth Street (east side only)  Hanover Street and York Street 

   

 SECTION 2:  All remaining provisions of Chapter 15, Part 10, Section 1003 of the 

Code of Ordinances of the Borough of Gettysburg shall remain in full force and effect unless 

otherwise repealed by any other ordinance. All ordinances, or parts of ordinances, conflicting 

with this Ordinance shall be and the same are hereby repealed insofar as the same affect this 

Ordinance. 

 

 SECTION 3:  This Ordinance shall take effect upon enactment.
